Definitions of Subcommittees:  
· Media and Communications:  This subcommittee is intended to assist in creating a plan to have the work of the STEM Council more visible on a state and national level; to  improve public awareness of STEM, the STEM Pipeline, and the multiple pathways into STEM opportunities; and to build our network of media contacts.
· Diversity:  This subcommittee is intended to provide guidance on how the STEM Council can better address the need to increase diversity of people who enter and remain in the STEM Pipeline.
· Data and Measurement:  This subcommittee would provide recommendations regarding the data and information that the Council collects to measure progress toward reaching the five goals that are outlined in the STEM Plan.  
· Workforce Training:  This subcommittee will focus its efforts on how the STEM Plan and the Council can strengthen its work on supporting people who are entering the workforce in STEM fields, including those who may not have been prepared well or have other barriers for accessing STEM employment in Massachusetts.  This group also will examine ways to better align education and the future needs of the economy in Massachusetts.

Definitions of Working Groups:
· STEM Summit Proposal Review Panel:  This group will be reviewing submissions and making recommendations during the month of June 2014. 
· STEM Networks:  The STEM Networks are an important infrastructure that is supported by the STEM Council and the STEM Pipeline fund.  This group will examine the best use of the Networks and provide recommendations on how to improve communication, alignment, and participation between the Council and the Networks.  
· STEM Teacher Corps:  This is a new initiative coming out of the Executive Office of Education and is aligned with the goals of the STEM Plan.  This working group would provide thoughts and ideas that the Council could share with the program leaders of the STEM Teacher Corps program.  
· STEM Readiness:  Using the Commonwealth’s description of “College and Career Readiness” and the expertise of the volunteers, this group would articulate what it means to be ready at different transition points within the STEM pipeline, including primary school, post-secondary, and workforce.
